Introduction ]

Welcome to Book 4 in the "Japanese From Zero!" series (JFZ). Congratulations on sticking to
your learning! Coming this far is something to be proud of!

Any student reading this book should already be able to read and write all of the hiragana,
katakana, and the first 80 kanji taught in Japanese schools and book 3 of the JFZ series.
It's okay if you have to look up a character from time to time.

Try not to be hard on yourself for occasionally forgetting some of the words you have learned.
It happens to the best speakers, including myself, that a common word slips the mind.

Even after over 20 years of interpreting and teaching Japanese, | find that the brain works in
mysterious ways! Remember that no matter how much you study you will forget some of what
you have learned.

The more that you speak and use your Japanese the more it will become a part of you. There
will be days when you impress yourself with your ability, and days when you wonder if you can
speak any Japanese at all. If you have come this far, you CAN speak Japanese.

When will | be fluent? )

This question, "When will | be fluent?", is on the mind of many students studying any language.
Becoming fluent isn't like a marathon where at the end of the race you pass the finish line and
declare "l am fluent!".

It's more like coloring in a coloring book. Little by little you add color and before you know it
you have a completely colored page in your book. The reality is that a good portion of your
coloring book has color in it. If fact, you are ALREADY fluent in certain pockets of Japanese.

If you have introduced yourself in Japanese and can do it now without much thought, then you
are fluent in Japanese introductions. If you can recall Japanese colors without much effort then
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you are fluent in Japanese colors. The more subject areas you are able to talk about then the
more "pockets" of fluency you add.

When | first did interpreting work for a radiation cancer treatment company | certainly wasn't
fluent in that pocket of Japanese. After learning some new words, and learning how the
process works | became fluent in radiation treatment and for the last 8 years | have had
constant work from this company.

For the rest of your learning carrier you will be adding to your pockets of fluency. The order
and timing of each of the pockets you learn will be different for each student. It all boils down to
your interests and the opportunities you have in each pocket.

So to directly answer the question "When will | be fluent?", the answer is "You already are."

Different sources of learning }

As you study Japanese, you undoubtedly will use many sources to study, from books, to
teachers, to internet sources, to people you meet in Japan. Many students are distressed to
find inconsistencies between sources.

The reality is that EVERY book and learning material is written by a person or group of people.
And as you know, people have different opinions. Much of language learning is concrete, after
all in Japanese “a cat” will always be 1 Z and “a dog” will always be \)¥. But the way

concepts are explained are 100% subjective to the teacher.

The way "Japanese From Zero!" teaches one concept will certainly be different from some
other sources. This is normal and to be expected with any source of learning material. |
encourage everyone to pick up other books and hop online to see what other Japanese
language students are saying about the topic you are learning at the moment. In most cases
you will be helped by hearing another opinion on that topic.

There are serveral sections to each lesson. Many sections contain numbered grammar points. The
numbering will continue from prior sections and lessons regardless of where they are in the book. This

will make it easier for you to easily find a grammar point later.

The good news is there are only a very small amount of this type
of verb.

The rules for Japanese are fairly simple. When you don't know someone, then you should be
polite. In most cases after you are familiar with someone you can drop the formalities. But
even in the case of familiar people there is a certain level of "niceness" that is maintained.
The exception to this rule is when you are talking with family and close friends. This is the rare
occasion when rude / abrupt Japanese isn't necessarily rude.

0 2-15. Saying "no" without being rude
If you want to be successful in Japanese society you have to learn how to be tactful.
You can't just tell someone "no" to a request. You must learn how to say "no" without
actually saying "no". This is accomplished by being vague, dropping hints, misdirecting,
using excuses, and of course, actual reasons why something can't be done. Let's run
through each method one by one. Once you understand the methods, for certain you will
realize that they have been used on you or you have seen them in a Japanese TV Drama
etc.

1. Being Vague

The most interesting method of refusal to answer a question or to turn someone's request
down is by using the word & & 2 &. There is really nothing else required. You must make

sure however that 5 & 2 & is said with the correct inflection and look on your face.

It is said in a sort of trailing off way and your face will look slightly troubled. You will know it
when you see it. Most Japanese people will understand that this means "no" and will not
push any further. If they do push further then you can try other methods.

2. Dropping Hints

If you feel a request coming that you want to avoid, then you can always drop subtle hints
such as "l am so tired today" & & 5 & 2 A* ©v /= prior to the request. Anything that will help
you with turning the request down will work. Japanese people most of the time will pick up

on this and not even make the request. This of course is taking advantage of Japanese
people's good nature. They really look out for other people's interest and don't want to & L

H<ZAH TS "to burden" anyone.
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3. Using Excuses
This is close to lying. But there just are those times when people won't catch the hints or
vagueness of your answers so you will have to give absolute reasons as to why you can't

do their request. In America we can just say, "l don't want to do it." but Japanese tend to be
less direct so giving a reason like "l have an appointment with a friend" £ £ 1Z5 & < ¥

<% LTW% will really do the trick. You don't actually have to have a X* < # < (promise)

with your friend but this will work just about 100% of the time. If this doesn't work then the

person you are talking to might not be Japanese!

4. Actual Reasons
Of course you can always tell them real reasons why something can't be done. This is

pretty obvious, but if you have work at 4 o'clock and they want to have dinner with you, you
can simply tellthem KU A5 LI & TT, "l have work at 4."

5. In Conclusion
The bottom line is that you don't want to be direct. You don't want to tell them "no" if you
can avoid it. One example of Japanese vagueness and unwillingness to say no is the

situation in which someone likes someone and perhaps they ask the person very directly

It is used together with a verb conjugated into one

of the various if-then conjugations which will be discussed in this and future lessons.
Although it seems like you could just say € L L)< to mean "If you go.", unfortunately this

just doesn’t work. L\ < must be conjugated into one of the “if” forms.

NOTE: You will see £ L % also to mean "if..." and it is often used alone such as in the title

of a poem or story.

Japan was not always the linguistically unified country that it is today. Before there was a
standard Japanese, language, geography and walls isolated many Japanese towns from each
other. There were different styles of speaking from area to area, such as different sentence
endings, varied intonations, and even totally unique words.

Even after unification, the different styles of speaking remained then and even in modern
Japan. The Tokyo dialect, which is considered to be “standard Japanese” (& 5L w A ), is
the official language of Japan. The most well-known dialect in Japan is probably the Kansai
dialect (B AE VN A). B AT WANA is spoken in the western area of Japan, or as the

Japanese call it, the “Kansai area.” #' A& L\ X A is typically associated with & & & A which is
in the middle of the Kansai area. The surrounding cities also speak similarly, though there are
differences from place to place. The differences between i A& W XA and 0% U XA (just

one hour apart by train) might be hard for the novice Japanese speaker to notice, but there are
quite a few.

In Japanese, there are four types of if-then statements. We introduce two in this lesson.

An jf-then statement is made up of two parts, the “condition” (IF) and the “result” (THEN).
As in English, the condition is usually the first part of the sentence, and the result is the
second part. For example, in the sentence, “If | have work tomorrow, then | won’t be able to
go to the party,” the condition is, “If | have work tomorrow,” and the result of the condition is,
“I won’t be able to go to the party.”

Q 11-11. If-then statements using 7% 5

This is a very simple way to create an if-then statement in Japanese. All you have to do is
add £ U and 7% 5. When using the 7% 5 if-then statement, any verb in the condition must

be in the informal form. The tense of the verb in the result decides the formality of the

sentence.
