| opened ECLIPSE VOL. 1 with a letter, explaining a tiny bit of the origins of the comic, my
journey as an unpublished, unproduced writer, working odd jobs like dealing poker or
catering Hollywood parties, a passing ship looking for lighthouse, trying not to lose hope at
sea, trying to find a way to do the only thing | wanted to do in my life: tell stories.

| started writing stories in grade school. | wrote homemade movies and short stories in high
school. | wrote plays in college. | wrote TV and movies in my 20s. And | spent a decade trying
to get the chance to write a comic, something | had read since and loved since childhood.
And finally, | got the chance, finally, thanks to Marc Silvestri and Matt Hawkins and Top Cow.

When | wrote that first letter in ECLIPSE VOL 1, | didn‘t know we'd go 16 issues. | didn’t know
ECLIPSE would break me into comics the way it has, to lead to PORT OF EARTH, LOST CITY
EXPLORERS, DC COMICS and new things yet to appear. | didn't know anything. Almost three
years ago, | saw a lighthouse, and | dove into the dark waters and swam for shore.

But when it came to the ECLIPSE story, | knew that. Or at least, | could see most of it. | knew
the concept and the characters and the moments: a sun turned deadly, a city survived, a
people depressed, a hero in need of redemption, a socialite in jeopardy, a corrupted misled
father, and a villain immune. | knew the journey, | knew the ending you are preparing to read
and above all else, | knew the theme:

Hope in the face of darkness. We live in hard times right now. It is very easy to become
disillusioned, to disconnect from the world and focus on your own conflicts. I know, because
| feel it all the time. And | know it’s not the way it’s meant to be. We're supposed to connect
to each other. We're supposed to look out for each other, even when it seems impossible.

There are lots of stories out there that are merely fun and easy, that you can escape into. But
I wanted ECLIPSE to be more. | wanted it to be thought-provoking and challenging. | wanted
to make villains seem right, and heroes seem wrong. | wanted to present dilemmas with no
right answers. | wanted it to feel authentic to life. So, | thank you on spending time in this
complicated and dangerous world with us.

If you've come this far, if you are reading this, well, you are the reason we've come this far.
When you buy a comic, when you tell your shop that you like this book called ECLIPSE or you
share this with a friend, it allows us to continue. A series like this does not succeed without
you. You have helped us tell this story.

I wrote that letter in the first volume of ECLIPSE and | thanked retailers, journalists, reviewers,
but most importantly, the ECLIPSE readers. So, as we come to a close, | want to thank you,
the ECLIPSE reader, for everything. I'm writing for you and | appreciate your support. You are
light keeper in the lighthouse and thanks for shining your light my way.
