“…Can you promise that?”

“I promise! And I’ll keep my word.”

“Very well, then.” Her relief is short-lived; Claude is wearing a deep smile. A shudder runs down Aileen’s spine. “I imagine you’ll be quite fetching as you avert your eyes in embarrassment, kissing me on command. I’m looking forward to it very, very much. Even if you cry or scream, I won’t let you escape.”

“Checkmate…,” she hears Isaac mutter, but she decides not to give that bridge too much thought until the day she has to cross it.

Telling herself it’s enough that she’s been forgiven, she hastily reties her ribbon, then stands very straight. “That aside, Master Claude, I have a report.”

“You’ve done something else? Depending on what it is, we may resume right where we left off.”

“No, I haven’t done a thing! I was only asked to facilitate an audience with you. Just to confirm, you aren’t already acquainted! correct?” Aileen takes another look at the youth in the black hood who’s standing in the center of the office.

Recrossing his legs, Claude follows Aileen’s gaze. “We’ve never met… You’ve picked up another unusual one. A mage, hmm? What is your name?”

“I am Elefas Levi, Your Highness, Crown Prince Claude Jean Ellmeyer.”

Although he’s been forcibly teleported from the underground auction to the demon king’s office, Elefas bows calmly and respectfully. Even when Aileen and Claude were being noisy, he made no attempt to speak until granted permission. Then there’s that lovely bow. He behaves as though he’s used to serving some noble personage.

“Elefas Levi. A mage. You’re descended from the Levi tribe of magic grand dukes?”

“I no longer have the status to claim that title. At present, I simply serve Imperial Ellmeyer.” Elefas’s eyes are downcast, and his attitude is clearly self-deprecating.

Aileen resumes her seat beside Claude, cocking her head slightly. The Levi tribe’s history is practically what it was in the game, then.

It’s only natural to save humans who’ve been exploited and mistreated for their association with demons, isn’t it?” Rising to her feet, Aileen looks straight at Claude. “I am in full agreement, Master Claude. I’ll devote all my energy to this cause!”

“…Just a moment ago, I believe you were saying the exact opposite. Are we ignoring that?”

“I am grateful for the thought, but, Lady Aileen… To tell the truth, serving Master Claude isn’t the will of the entire tribe. I came hoping that I might be allowed to serve him in secret, even if no others joined me.”

“That’s an admirable mindset. Master Claude still has few allies. If you’d come to us after he had many, our opinion of you wouldn’t have risen as easily, and your tribe would not be given favorable treatment.”

“Quite true,” Elefas agrees with a wry smile. He isn’t hiding the fact that he’s calculating; that’s another point in his favor.

“However, that alone would not be enough to let you truly grasp Master Claude’s greatness. To that end, I will teach you all about how wonderful he is!”

However, all they’ll need to do this time around is fulfill Elefas’s expectations, and they’ll avoid the sobering situation that occurs in the game—the fall of the Ellmeyer Empire. Viewed in that light, this is awfully nice and easy.

The issue is the question of what Elefas actually decides to do. Since Claude is still alive, though, she can’t imagine the man will be capable of very much. The demon king is the strongest by such a wide margin that he’s perilously close to destroying the game balance. In any case, during the Game 1 fan disc, Claude was—


—Hmm? Wait, Master Claude was…in that one?!


Aileen bolts up in bed.

She just remembered a certain piece of game art. It’s the scene that came to mind when she saw Elefas earlier.

Unless she’s recalling incorrectly, at that point in the game, he had some sort of spell ready.

“Almond! Come here, please! Or Ribbon, or Beelzebuth!” As she gets out of bed, Aileen is already shouting. However, in the moonlight, her shadow makes no sound, and nothing changes.

Her heart thumps once. It must be coincidence. An accident—or at least, that’s what she hopes. She has to make sure. Aileen opens the window. Since Elefas has appeared, the events of the game could start at any moment.

“Lady Aileen, did you just call someon—? Wh-what’s the matter?!”

Aileen has set a foot on the edge of the terrace and is about to leap into a nearby tree. The sight seems to shock Rachel.

“I’m going to Master Claude! Take care of things here, if you would!”

“What, again?! At this hour…!”


“Aileen, Aileen!”


An enormous crow comes flying toward her out of the full moon. At the sound of his voice, Aileen looks up. “Almond…! What’s the matter? Don’t tell me something’s happened to Master Claude!”


“The demon king—gone!”
 Almond seems flustered as well; he keeps flapping his wings, without descending to the edge of the terrace, and he speaks in a mad rush. “The demon king isn’t anywhere!! No response! Demon king! Demon king!”


“A-Almond, calm down.”


“Find the demon king! Aileen! The forest barrier’s gone!”


That barrier is something Claude created with his own magic to protect the demons. It marks him as the demon king.


It can’t be… No, Master Claude!


“Aileen. I’m sorry. It’s the middle of the night, but I’m coming in. It’s an emergency.”

“M-Master!”

Rudolph, Duke d’Autriche, has entered his daughter’s bedroom without knocking. Rachel hastily backs up a step, and on the terrace, Aileen turns around.

Her father is beaming—a sure sign that she’s about to find herself facing great difficulties.

“Yeah, it sounds like it. Since yesterday, those guys have been saying everybody who disagrees with them is a traitor and locking them up or taking their families hostage, so nobody can go against them. We couldn’t stop them, Elefas; I’m sorry.”

“You don’t need to apologize… So it was what happened yesterday that started it, hmm?”

“Yeah… The demon king got his magic back, didn’t he? Lots of people said our spell had activated, and then they got all excited. They said we’d be able to control the demon king, and now was the time to fight…”

By awakening, did they mean the fact that Claude’s eye had reverted to red at the ball? If so, they’d really jumped to conclusions.

In an odd coincidence, Elefas sighs and explains why. “I neglected to keep them informed about my situation, and it’s worked against me. I explained that the demon king hadn’t awakened, but none of them believed me.”

“Yes, just looking at the material disadvantage, it’s obvious they’ll lose. In the end, Lady Lilia’s prophecy was correct.”

Aileen’s eyes turn cold. “So she’s your master, then? Not the empress dowager?”

“No, you were right: My master is the empress dowager. Lady Lilia is someone I arbitrarily… Why are you looking at me as if I’m filth? That hurts a bit.”

“I’ll do what I can about my expression. Keep going. Depending on what you tell me, though, I may abandon you.”

“You mean you hadn’t already? That’s a surprise.”

Elefas smiles, joking with her. Then haltingly, he begins his tale.

She was surrounded by young noblewomen who were bullying her, and they poured tea over her head. It seemed unwise to ignore the second prince’s fiancée, so I used magic to tidy her up. Since I was a mage, I thought she would treat me like some eldritch being; however, she was delighted by it and said magic was wonderful. She apparently found it quite novel.


“I don’t suppose you’d skip over this bit? I know the general outline already. It’s just the standard buildup, correct?”

Lady Lilia knew my name. She said Prince Cedric had told her. She also knew of my circumstances. People said that while she might be a baron’s daughter, she was really nothing more than an upstart commoner, and neither her education nor her manners were adequate. However, I saw that she must have been studying quite assiduously, and my opinion of her rose.


“Of course she’d research the individual she was targeting; that’s only natural. By the way, that includes the part where she intentionally says something wrong and accepts your correction when you point it out to her, demonstrating how agreeable and mindful she can be. “Ah, so it’s you! You’re the one who proposed making an example of me!”

“Um… Lady Aileen… Please do keep it peaceful… I’ll apologize on behalf of the others, so…”

Elefas pleads with her in a small voice, but it doesn’t matter. A volley of magic arrows flies at her, but she knocks every one of them away, and her graceful smile never wavers. “You didn’t want Elefas to save you, correct?”

That’s the final boss of Game 2, all right. His reception is magnificent. She falls to her hands and knees, looking down at her shadow. She doesn’t know if there’s any point in it, but she speaks loudly. “Where are you now?! The capital?!”


“Yes, but we’re busy! Not only that, but Master Claude’s screams are making it hard to hear you.”


“If you can hear his screams, can you tell where he is?! We can’t restrain the demons any longer. We have to help Master Claude somehow, or else…!”


“He’s right here! He’s been heavily drugged with demon snuff, though, and he won’t wake up.”


“Master Claude.” Keith crouches down, too, gazing at the shadow.


“We’ve been surrounded, and we can’t leave this building. All because Auguste trusted that woman… Shut up, no one needs your excuses! At any rate, the demon king’s screams are because of the demon snuff. It’s eating away at him.”


“…What should we do? Is there a way to get the demon snuff out of his system?”

“…You’re awfully docile.” Isaac glares at him.

Elefas responds with a smile. “I’m the type who gets more enthusiastic the more rivals he has.”

“Oh, I see.”

“That doesn’t matter, just hurry. We’re going to save Master Claude!”

This time, for sure. With her own hands.

She’s going to launch that so-called player’s scheme into the stratosphere and leap into his arms.

In the blink of an eye, the scenery changes, and they’re high in the air. Elefas grips Aileen’s hand; he’s wearing a wry smile.

“I’m sorry, my magic’s run out—we’re going to fall.”

“Wha…?”

After she’s landed in the bushes, Aileen praises herself for managing not to shriek. Any ordinary young noblewoman would have screamed or fainted.

Of course, it isn’t as if the demon king’s future wife can afford to be ordinary.

“Are you all right, Lady Aileen?”

“Yes. You’re not injured, are you, Elefas?”

Brushing the leaves out of her hair, she looks up at him. He’s caught on a tree branch.

“Not injured, but…I can’t get down. My magic…”

“You aren’t that far up. You could simply jump.”

“To tell the truth, I tend to lean on my magic. I’m altogether hopeless at any kind of genuine physical activity.”

“Is that the sort of thing you should be confessing with a straight face? Hold that branch with both hands. Yes, that’s right. And then—”

Lilia tilts her head, flashing her cute little smile. “Goodness, Lady Aileen, don’t get mad! You know how this works. The heroine’s efforts are always rewarded; that’s the best part of otome
 games.”

“In that case, go grow your etiquette parameters as well. You’re the second prince’s fiancée, remember?”

“That’s not really conducive to exercise, is it? But I do think you’re also benefiting from the game’s blessings, Lady Aileen. Villainesses usually have high basic specs, don’t they? When there are multiple rivals for each potential love interest, the abilities get dispersed among them, but Aileen is the only strong player in Game 1.”

Athletic abilities, brains, etiquette, and knowledge. Enemy characters are created to be worthy opponents for the protagonist to defeat someday. If they were too weak, they wouldn’t be much of an enemy in the first place.
